WHO/WHERE?

Landmark Center is now participating in Food Waste
Recycling

WHAT?

Food Recycling is not new to the Twin Cities. Before
1951, locally, many garbage haulers who also
owned farms fed restaurant and grocery store
leftover food to their pigs as opposed to delivering
this material to open burning dump sites.

WHEN?
In time for Earth Week — Landmark Center began its
food recycling program mid-April 2009.

HOW?

Food waste recycling at Landmark Center involves
collection of food waste to be converted into food
for hogs. The farmers involved in this service pro-
vide Landmark Center with plastic barrels that get
serviced and cleaned frequently during the week.
The barrel contents are emptied into a specially
desighed tank on a large truck, where it is cooked
to 212 degrees to assure the food waste meets
state standards for -livestock feed. Back at the
farm, this cooked food waste is fed to the hogs.

Bathold Recycling Family Farms currently farm over
1000 collective acres feeding processed recy-
clable food to several thousand pigs while provid-
ing service to hundreds of metro area commercial
customers. All processing of food and feeding to
pigs is under strict licensing guidelines and regula-
tions established by the State of Minnesota and U.S.
Departments of Animal Health.

WHY?

Residents and businesses of Ramsey County are
doing a great job recycling paper, cardboard,
cans, and bottles. However, more than 10% of the
trash created in Ramsey County is food waste,
rr;_qking it a great target for reduction and recy-
cling.

Diverting food waste from trash and collecting it for
use as livestock feed is an efficient, effective strat-
egy fo increase recycling and reduce trash
disposal. And it makes economic sense to look at
recycling food waste. Trash from businesses and
institutions pay about 70% in state and county solid
waste fees on top of the garbage hauler’s bill while
recycling is exempt from these fees.
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
